DINGHY PARK - CONDITIONS OF STORAGE 

                           OPTION 1   

 

1. Applications 

 

Applications for a dinghy park berth will only be dealt with upon receipt of a completed 

Application Form from fully paid up members of Dale Yacht Club accompanied by a valid 

cheque for the appropriate fee. The Committee reserves the right to allocate berths at 

their absolute discretion. 

 

 

2. Occupation and Removal of Boats 

 

Dinghy park berths are available for occupation between 1st April and 31st October in any 

calendar year. All boats and/or other equipment must be removed on or before 31st 

October. Any property left on the berth after that date will be removed and impounded. A 

charge of £30.00 plus £5.00 per week thereafter, or the actual cost to Dale Yacht Club, 

whichever is the greater, shall be levied and must be paid prior to the release of the boat 

or other property. Dale Yacht Club expressly reserves the right to sell the boat and/or 

other property to cover any additional charges upon giving the berth holder 28 days 

written notice to pay all outstanding sums and to collect the property. 

 

 

3. Boat Identification 

 

The boat name and/or number as declared on the Application Form must be clearly 

displayed on the boat and/or other property. Any changes to the identification of the boat 

must be notified to Dale Yacht Club in writing. The berth permit label issued with each 

permit must be affixed to the boat or other property in a clearly visible location. 

 

 

4. Insurance 

 

Each boat must be insured for Third Party Liabilities to a minimum of £1,000,000. 

 

 

5. Liabilities 

 

Dale Yacht Club shall not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained by the berth 

holder, their agents or transferees. All boats, equipment and property whatsoever remain 

the responsibility of the berth holder and are left on the berth at the owner’s risk. Berth 

holders will be responsible for securing all boats and other property on their allotted berth. 

 

 

6. Notice 

 

All communications from Dale Yacht Club to the berth holder will be sent to the address 

specified on the particular Application Form. Any change in address must be notified to 

Dale Yacht Club in writing. 

 

 

7. Charges 

  

Option 1 

Parking from 1st April to 31st October on the roadside verge and will include grass cutting.
